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VYVOJ SEKTOROVE PRODUKTIVITY V SOUVISLOSTI S FLUKTUACI VYSTUPU
DEVELEPOMENT OF SECTORAL PRODUCTIVITY IN CONTEX OF OUTPUT
FLUCTUATION

Abstract

The main aim of this paper is to compare development of sectoral productivity in context of economic output.
Period under consideration is last 15 years. The theoretic basis is theory real business cycle and the neo-classical
growth model. The productivity was measured by labour productivity, capital productivity and total factor
productivity (TFP) in sectors of the economy. The analysis has showed with helping correlation matrix, that
productivity of single sectors and fluctuation of output has no the same development. Variation in economy
performance is positive correlation with productivity in the secondary sector (industry) and negative with
productivity of primary sector. In the field of private and public services is no significant relation between
productivity and fluctuation of output.
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Abstrakt

Hlavnim cilem ptispévku je posoudit vyvoj produktivity ve vztahu k fluktuaci ekonomického vystupu z pohledu
jednotlivych sektorti narodniho hospodaistvi v CR za poslednich 15 let. Vychozim teoretickym podkladem je
teorie redlného hospodarského cyklu a neoklasického ristu. Produktivita byla méfena produktivitou prace,
kapitalu a produktivitou vyrobnich faktorti (TFP). Z provedené analyzy za pomoci korela¢nich matic je ziejmé,
ze produktivita jednotlivych sektorti a fluktuace ekonomického vystupu nemaji vzdy stejny vyvoj. Vykyvy
vykonnosti ekonomiky jsou pozitivné korelovany s produktivitou pramyslu a negativn€ produktivitou
primarniho sektoru. V oblasti soukromych a vefejnych sluzeb se zadny vyznamny vztah nepodaftil prokazat.
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
